Peanut Butter Bonbons Linda Shane's

Bonbon (a candy that usually has a center of fondant or fruit or nuts coated in chocolate)
The name "bonbon" stems from the French word bon, meaning "good."

1 stick butter, softened
2 cups peanut butter (creamy or chunky)
2 cups powdered sugar
2 cups Rice Krispies

Combine all ingredients. Mix well. Shape into balls (walnut size).
Refrigerate for at least 30 minutes.

Chocolate Coating

In a double boiler, melt

2 stick of paraffin wax,
1 12-ounce package chocolate chips
1 Hershey milk chocolate candy bar

Dip galls into chocolate mixture (using a toothpick works well),
place on waxed paper.

Keep refrigerated until serving.
Makes about 6 dozen.
